Golf Course News

February is upon us and it is time to prepare for the 2009 season. We have been
renovating bunker drainage around the course and have several more to do. As time permits,
this project will proceed and more sand will be added where necessary.

Underbrushing, tree removal, greens collar replacement and drainage work around the
greens has been a priority this winter and I believe you will see a difference this summer.

Soon we will be starting the aerification of fairways and roughs. The scheduled
aerification of the greens is Mar. 2 & 3. Recovery time will be approx. 4 to 5 weeks,
depending on the weather.

The main concern at this time is the sewer project. The first area of disruption is # 14
fairway. This hole will be closed during this period, which depending on the weather and the
amount of rock underground, could last 2 to 5 weeks. During this period, we will be closing
the back 9 for periods of 2 to 3 days for renovation purposes. When the work gets to # 16,
there will be no way for golfers to pass and the back 9 will be closed for approximately one
week, which we think will be in early March. Hopefully, weather permitting, this project will
be near completion in March.
