2. Please pay close attention to all signs posted on the course during your
round. Itis very important that all golfers adhere to all our golf course
policies.

3. We ask for your special attention to these problematic areas on the golf
course: Ball marks on the greens, cigarette butts discarded around tees
and greens, carts on par 3’s, and carts parked too close to greens.
