We found a break in the rain and were able to finish the prep work and install the sod on #14 
fairway.  Several trees near the second bridge have been removed.  This will enable us to take 
advantage of the additional sunny conditions and grow bermuda grass where there was none.  
As the sod matures and establishes a root system, we will gradually open the hole. 
  
The next series of projects are the aerification and top dressing of the collars and the tees.  With 
the increase in temperatures, recovery should be very fast.
